In 2006, he fulfilled all requirements of 
the Doctor of Science Physical Therapy Orthopaedics curriculum at Rocky Mountain University of Health 
Professions (Provo, UT); in the same year he obtained the Orthopaedic Specialist Board Certification. In June 
2009, he commenced the Fellowship in Orthopaedic Manual Physical Therapy program at Evidence in Motion.
